Grow hybrid tomatoes (Amelia, Better Boy).  Plant flowers to attract bees for the 

melon/cuke/squash familyéall done.

Leave plenty of room for the vines from that familyénot quite enough.

Tomatoes, cukes, zukes, yellow 

squash, corn, herbs, beans, peppers,

and melons were planted.

Status:

-Good tomatoes (some blossom

end rot noted) & peppers.

-Corn fair.

-Squash fair despite overuse

of Sevin dustébees still there.

-Beans planted too late ïno crop.

-Good melons & herbs.
